A 
smart software solution that informs and assists staff in real time, guaranteeing autonomy during 
preventive and corrective maintenance operations, and which helps operators to reconfigure and 
restore the system in real time. 

The display is complete with the innovative shallow mount roadblocker for the optimum security 
and protection of sensitive areas, the solutions for controlling vehicle accesses with the complete 
range of GARD barriers and the traffic management and vehicle access point protection 
systems based on automatic bollards.
